GREEK AMERICANS OF ELIAN DESCENT

Konstantinos Kotsilibas / Charles Davis
Kovotavrivog Kotowhipmog

Konstantinos Kotsilibas (a.k.a. Kovotavtivog KotowMurag, Konstantinos
tKotsilimbas, Charles Konstantinos Kotsilimbas, Charles Davis, Charles K. Davis, or
iCharles Davis Kotsilibas), the eldest of three brothers, was born in “Vrohitsa”, Elias in
Greece. His exact date of birth is questionable. According to his Petition for U.S.
aturalization dated 03/28/1921, his date of birth is listed as September 15, 1887. His
‘World War I Draft Registration Card, on the other hand, lists his date of birth as September
214, 1887, while his World War II Draft Registration Card lists his date of birth as
'September 15, 1893.

Upon graduating secondary school in Pyrgos, he immigrated to the United States
arriving on May 14, 1906, aboard the ship “Canopic™.

During his initial years in the United States, he lived in Lowell, Massachusetts.
During that time period, aside from working, he also took English language lessons. As per
the 1910 United States Federal Census, Kotsilibas’ profession is listed as “Photographer”.
From 1909 — 1912 he was employed as a waiter at a hotel in the city of Worcester.

In 1912, he left the United States and went to Greece, fighting in the two Balkan

W= wars as a member of the Greek infantry. He ended his service in the Greek army in 1915,
"4 attaining the rank of Sergeant, and returned to the United States, arriving at Ellis Island on

August 23, 1915 aboard the ship “Themistocles”. Once he obtained clearance in Ellis Island, he went to
Worcester, Massachusetts, where he remained there for three years working as a waiter at the Taylor Estate Hotel.

In 1918, he moved to New York. Records indicate that in 1920 he was living at 259 West 34™ Street in
NYC. According to the book «kEAAHNEX THX AMEPIKHX 1528-1948» by Mndunng Maiagovpnc, while in
New York, he opened a shipping agency along with an office dealing with the importing and exporting of goods.
That lasted until 1921, when he became director of the Greek division of Trade Bank in New York, and remained
in that position until 1923. In 1921, he resided at 1287(?) Fulton Street, Brooklyn, NY. Thereafter he returned to
Worcester and purchased the famous restaurant and banquet hall Putnam & Thurston’s (established in 1858 and
located at 19-27 Mechanic Street, Worcester, Massachusetts), along with his brother loannis Kotsilibas. The
Kotsilibas brothers focused on customer service and spared no expense in modernizing and upgrading the
restaurant, making Putnam & Thurston’s one of the best restaurant and banquet halls in New England, employing
a staff of approximately 110 seasoned personnel by the late 1940s (30 of them of Greek descent).

Once settling in Worcester in 1923, Kotsilibas became very involved with the Greek Community, having
either served as its president (over a number of years), or member of the Board. In addition, due to his interest in
ecclesiastical matters, as a result of his being a son of a priest, he served as Governor of the Ecclesiastic Region of
New England, and was a board member within the Archdiocese. He was also a grand sponsor and supporter of the
Holy Cross Theological School in Pomfret, Connecticut (the school later moved to Brookline, Massachusetts).

He became a member of AHEPA in 1925. Subsequently he founded, and was elected, the first president of
AHEPA Chapter No. 80 in Worcester, Massachusetts. He went on to serve as President for many terms, and also
served multiple terms as Treasurer of AHEPA District 8. Starting in 1925, he was elected as a representative of
his chapter to the AHEPA General Assemblies. He was elected as AHEPA Supreme Treasurer in 1930 and 1941
(the later during the Cincinnati Convention); and Supreme Vice-President from 1942-1945. Kotsilibas also served
as Supreme President of AHEPA, filling in the position while the elected president, George C. Vournas was
serving in the military during World War II. Due to Kotsilibas efforts, within AHEPA, selling US War Bonds
during WWII, he was honored by the US Treasury.

In addition, members of the supreme lodge of the order of AHEPA were received by President Franklin D.
Roosevelt at the White House, Washington on April 25, 1941, and again on March 10, 1943. Among them was
Kotsilibas.




Since the founding of the Greek War Relief Association, Kotsilibas was a board member, offering not only
his personal services, but also donating to it, annually, the amount of $1,000.00.

In 1939, Kotsilibas helped create the PANELIAN FEDERATION OF AMERICA, serving as Supreme
President. The Federation under his presidency dealt with helping the orphans and other war victims in Elia, along
with the goal of erecting a hospital in Elia. Aside from his personal contribution of $5,000.00, Kotsilibas was able
to raise the sum of $200,000.00 ($3,223,885.71 in 2012 value), to be used for achieving the organization’s goals.

Because of his many connections with various people within the industrial, trade and political circles in
Worcester, Kotsilibas was active in Worcester’s politics. He was also a member of the Worcester Trade
Association; the US Trade Association; president of the Worcester Restaurant Association; board member of the
Massachusetts Restaurant Association; board member of the local Red Cross and Community Chest; along with
being either an officer or member of many other organizations.

Despite the research, information about his life past 1945 is scarce. His death occurred on May 11, 1983,
in Worcester, Massachusetts.

In 1929, Kotsilibas traveled to Greece through a trip organized by AHEPA. While in Greece he met and
married Demetra Kotsiliba (from the Panagiotopoulos family — her father George Panagiotopoulos, like
Konstantino’s father, was also a priest), from Vrohitsa, Elia. They had three children: Demetrios (James), who
studied at the prestigious Phillips Exeter Academy and was slated to attend Harvard University; Spyridonas, who
also studied at Phillips Exeter Academy; and Zaharoula Georgia.

James Kotsilibas-Davis became a writer, focusing on filmography, and writing books such as Myrna Loy's
autobiography, Myrna Loy: Being and Becoming — 1987; Great Times, Good Times: The Odyssey of Maurice
Barrymore — 1977; Barrymores Royal Family in Hollywood — 1981; and Milton's Marilyn: The Photographs of
Milton H. Greene — 1994. He also wrote articles for Life Magazine.

Upon information and belief, Spyridonas took over the running of Putnam & Thurston’s. The restaurant

was closed sometime in the 1990’s.
