The moment has come for us to fight for the independence, the integrity
and the honor of Greece. Although we have observed the strictest neutrality,
with absolute impartiality towards all, Italy, denying to us the right to live
the life of free Hellenes, demanded from me at 3 o'clock this motning the
surrender of portions of the national territoty, to be chosen by herself, and
informed me that her troops would move forward at 6 a.m. in order to take
possession. I replied to the Italian Minister that I considered both the de-
mand itself and the manner of its delivery as a declaration of war on the
part of Italy against Greece. ¥

It is now for us to show whether we are fndegd worthy of our ancestors
and of the freedom won for us by our forefathers, Let the entire Nation
rise as one man. Fight for your Country, your wives, your éhildren, and our
sacred traditions.

Even
today, in Somerville there is a George Dilboy Memorial Field,
which among other things hosts a George Dilboy Pool.

In Illinois, the initial idea of a Dilboy memorial was
first raised at Chicago’s VFW Hellenic Post 343. In 1935, a
George Dilboy Memorial Foundation was formed which was
granted a non-profit charter by the State of Illinois. The
proposed monument’s location had been donated and approved
by the Veteran’s Administration in Washington, D.C. The
official groundbreaking took place on June 15, 1941. Two

US and were eventually interred at Arlington National
Cemetery, outside of Washington, D.C. in a ceremony
attended by scores of dignitaries.

"After his platoon had gained its objective along a
railroad embankment, Private First Class Dilboy,
accompanying his platoon leader to reconnoiter the
ground beyond, was suddenly fired upon by an
enemy machinegun from 100 yards.

"From a standing position on the railroad track,
fully exposed to view, he opened fire at once, but
failing to silence the gun, rushed forward with his
bayonet fixed, through a wheat field toward the
gun emplacement, falling within 25 yards of the
gun with his right leg nearly severed above the

knee and with several bullet holes in his body.
"With undaunted courage he continued to fire into
the emplacement from a prone position, killing two
of the enemy and dispersing the rest of the crew."

Desperate times call for bold measures,
but never desperate measures

West's Encyclopedia of American Law, edition 2, defines
National Sovereignty as:

“The supreme, absolute, and uncontrollable power
by which an independent state is governed and from
which all specific political powers are derived; the
intentional independence of a state, combined with the
right and power of regulating its internal affairs without
foreign interference.”

It further defines sovereignty as ““...the power of a state to
do_everything necessary to govern itself, such as making,
executing, and applying laws; imposing and collecting taxes;
making war and peace; and forming treaties or engaging in
commerce with foreign nations.”

Unfortunately it looks as though the National Sovereignty
of Greece has been compromised by the Germans c/o Chancellor
Angela Merkel; the French c/o Nicolas Sarkozy, and the troika
(The troika is a slang term for the three organizations which have
the most power over Greece's financial future. The three groups
are the European Commission (EC), the International Monetary
Fund (IMF), and the European Central Bank (ECB), no thanks to
the Greek government under “the leadership” of George
Papandreou.

Greece needed money. The aforementioned are the ones
controlling the money given to Greece (although Greece could
have borrowed money from Russia at much better terms but Prime
Minister George Papandreou for some reason dismissed it
outright), in installments, and under a plethora of conditions
(many of which we have no idea as to what they are).

Security?

What the forthcoming National Unity Government in
Greece, along with the politicians, needs to keep in mind is that
“Desperate times call for bold measures, but never desperate
measures.” They should never act out of desperation, since the
only thing it would lead to is disaster. Decisions made out of
hopelessness or despair, are likely to turn out bad.

As such, desperate decisions to accept agreements for
money with terms that jeopardize the National Sovereignty of
Greece, will not lead to anything good for Greece, and should
never be entertained. I’m sure that the courageous Greeks that died
fighting for it agree with me. A.CP.
