Sources indicate that he travelled aboard the Austrian Line and arrived
at the port of New York, in the State of New York, on or about the 22
day of April 1906 U.5.

Became involved in the restaurant business and owned many
establishments, including the GRAND OCEAN CAFE, located at 927
Fifteenth Street (other sources state it was Seventeenth Street] in
Denver, Colorado.

He passed away at a young age, at the Mayo Hospital in Rochester,
Minn. following an operation he had due to an illness which lasted
several weeks.

His will included a provision donating, according to this article, $25,000
($302,592.78 in 2015 value), to his hometown of Divry, Elias. According
to another article posted in the April 3, 1921 edition of the Denver
Rocky Mountain News, the municipal authorities in Divry were to
provide dowries for orphan and poor girls, to the extent of not more
than $500 each ($6,051.85 in 2015 value).

17 differences between a normal mom and a Greek mom

1. A normal Mom won’t make you wear a jacket if you tell her
you’re too hot with it on.

3. A normal Mom will prepare a turkey with gravy and stuffing,
cranberry sauce, mashed potatoes and greens, followed by
pumpkin pie for Thanksgiving dinner.

A Greek Mom will prepare a roasted leg of lamb, spanakopita,
pastitsio, dolmades, fasoulada, salada with plenty of kalamata
olives and feta chese on the table, followed by baklava,
galaktoboureko, koulourakia and kourabiethes for Thanksgiving
dinner.

4. A normal Mom will tell you to get home safe after visiting her.
A Greek Mom will lecture you for ten minutes on how to be safe

while getting home, and to make sure you call her the second you

oet home. so she knows vou oot home safe. She will then call vou

multiple times on your way home to ask if you have already gotten home safe.

5. A normal Mom will allow you to sleep over at your friends’ houses on the
weekends when growing up.

A Greek Mom would never allow you to spend the night away from your home at a
stranger’s house especially because she doesn’t know the parents and what kind of
home they keep. Unless, of course, it is at another Greek family’s house, because they
know what kind of home you will be staying at, and that you will be provided with the
proper amount of food and care.

6. A normal Mom will give you a reasonable curfew to be home by when you’re in
high school.

A Greek Mom won’t give you a curfew, she will just say, “don’t be home too late.”
But it’s not even 9:00 and she is calling your cell phone every ten minutes telling you
it’s getting late and when are you coming home?

7. When a normal Mom takes your family to Church, she doesn’t expect your family
to be out of the house for more than a couple of hours, tops.

When a Greek Mom that takes your family to Church, she gets everyone ready for an
all-day affair, because you will most likely end up going to someone’s house afterwards
and staying for dinner.

8. A normal Mom will tell you to finish the food on the plate because there are
starving children around the world.

A Greek Mom will tell you to finish your food on the plate, and then recite a Greek
tragedy of a monologue on how she was a starving child growing up in the village
during the war years.
